| am thankful to our Lord for the opportunity to serve in
FCPC from November 2013 to July 15, 2014. In this period, |
have gained invaluable knowledge and experience. Under the
tutelage of Pastor Rev Lim, | have acquired a better
understanding of the people and culture of New York which
greatly helps in my ministry.

The most impressive part of our church community is its
diversity. FCPC is made up of 99.9% ethnic Chinese who are
mainly Cantonese-speaking and English-speaking, and a minority
of Mandarin-speaking. The church has two worship services, the
Chinese Service which is bilingual in Cantonese and Mandarin,
and the English service. Among the members, majority are
seniors, most of them are females. Some of them have careers
and some are retired. Students are mainly English-speaking. No
matter what language we use or what age we are, the most
important is that we worship the same Lord.

“There are different kinds of gifts, but the same Spirit. There
are different kinds of service, but the same Lord. There are
different kinds of working, but the same God works all of
them in all men.” (1 Corinthians 12: 4-6)

There are musicians, singers and choir conductor with
different musical gifts, but they have the same purpose - to
perform the best service to God. Elders, Deacons and Trustees
with management and organizational gifts serve the church
faithfully in many different ways. The brothers and sisters of
different fellowships share with each other, safeguarding each
other and serving each other with their gifts. One good example is
the "Joyful Day” of the Women’s Guild- we can see the gifts and
talents at work. Chinese and English Sunday School,




Community Affairs ministry, Mandarin ministry and Radio
Broadcasting ministry provide opportunities for brothers and
sisters who have different kinds of gifts to serve many local people.

Church maintenance and renovation, financial
management, translation work, sound control and recording, web-
page design, all these ministries show the gifts and interests of our
community. Those who are responsible for planning and organizing
activities and special events also have their gifts and talents. All
these present a beautiful picture of a church at work manifesting
God’s great love .

" On the contrary, those parts of the body that seem to be
weaker are indispensible, and the parts that we think are less
honorable we treat with special honor.

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Sermon

The Presbyterian Church (U.S.A) lifts up the majesty of the Word
read and preached : That the Scriptures read and preached witness to
God’s self revelation and the Holy Spirit is at work to manifest Jesus
Christ, the Living Word, in the midst of the assembly. However
edifying it may be to use the sermon time for teaching, therapy,
Bible study, or advocacy of good causes, these are not the purpose
of preaching. The sermon may teach; it may prove to be therapeutic;
it may offer a more profound knowledge of the biblical text; and it
may stir commitment to a good cause, but these are all side effects,
not the main point of preaching. The Reformed tradition believes
that, though the reading and preaching of the Word is not a
sacrament, it is sacramental. That is to say, by the reading and
preaching of the Word, Jesus Christ does indeed become present to
the congregation (as opposed to a Christ whose words are simply
being recalled from a historical distance), just as we believe Christ
becomes present among us in the celebration of Baptism and the
Lord’s Supper. This presence is not ours to command, but is a gift of
God by means of the Holy Spirit. “The sermon says in words from
the texts the same thing the bread and cup say in sign: ‘The Body
and Blood of Christ, given and shed for you. Take. Eat. Drink.
Believe. Live.”” Therefore, preach so that hearers taste the words.
